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Preface

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General Analysis — Admissions and Financial Aid

U. T. System is committed to access and affordability for college bound students in Texas. Admit rates,
the percent of students who applied and were admitted, are over 60% at most academic institutions.
Financial assistance is available to students with need through tuition set asides and guaranteed tuition
programs. Since tuition deregulation, students and faculty are increasingly involved in the tuition setting
process and are developing flexible tuition plans that meet the needs of their institution and community.

Admission Trends

Overall, U. T. System academic institutions (excluding U. T. Brownsville) received 59,621 applications,
admitted 36,665 students and enrolled 21,557 first-time undergraduates in fall 2007. The admit rates
ranged from 49.4% at U. T. Dallas to 97.9% at U. T. Permian Basin, and the ratio of admits to those who
actually enrolled ranged from 48.1% at U. T. El Paso to 61.5% at U. T. Pan American.

The percent of first-time enrolled students from Texas who were in the top 10% of their high school class
at U. T. Austin remained around 71% in fall 2007. At other U. T. System institutions, the top 10%
represented one third or less of first-time enrolled students from Texas.

From fall 2003 to fall 2007, average SAT test scores for entering freshmen increased at six U. T. System
institutions (U. T. Austin, U. T. Dallas, U. T. El Paso, U. T. Pan American, U. T. San Antonio, U. T. Tyler) ,
while ACT test scores increased at two institutions (U. T. Dallas and U.T. Pan American).

Average GRE test scores for entering graduate students also increased at U. T. Austin,
U. T. Pan American, U. T. Permian Basin, U. T. San Antonio and U. T. Tyler. Average GMAT scores
increased at U. T. Austin and U. T. Dallas. LSAT test scores increased slightly at U. T. Austin.

Financial Aid

For fall 2007, the average total academic cost for resident undergraduates at academic institutions
ranged from $2,775 at U. T. Tyler to $4,355 at U. T. Dallas. For health institutions, the average total
academic cost for resident undergraduates ranged from $1,270 at M. D. Anderson to $3,987 at the
HSC-San Antonio.

For academic year 2006-07, the U. T. System average total academic cost was $6,573. Almost half of
full-time undergraduate students received need-based grant aid (47.8%). For these students, the net
cost (after aid) was $1,454, a discount of almost 78%. Applying this amount of aid across all full-time
undergraduate students, the average net cost would have been $4,127, a discount of 37%.

The number and total amount of undergraduate financial aid continues to increase at all U. T. System
academic institutions. In 2002-03 there were 213,789 undergraduate awards totaling around $628.7
million. In 2006-07 there were 261,937 awards totaling over $912 million, an increase of 22.5% and
45.1%, respectively.

From 2002-03 to 2006-07, as a result of tuition set asides and increasing institutional support,

e the number of institutional awards increased from 44,881 to 72,485, an increase of 61.5%

e the total amount of institutional awards increased from $77.9 million to $153.4 million, an
increase of 97.1%

e institutional awards, as a percent of all financial aid increased from 12.4% to 16.8%

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General Analysis — Enrollment

In 1999 the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board (THECB) published the first Closing the Gaps
(CTG) report and challenged colleges and universities in the state of Texas to increase the number of
students participating in higher education. U. T. System met this challenge by increasing both the
number and diversity of its student body by the first benchmark in 2005. In order to meet the 2010
target of 205,103 students, total enrollment at U. T. System must increase by almost 2% per year for the
next three years.

Enrollment Trends

In fall 2007, total enrollment at U. T. System institutions was 194,199 students, an increase of 24,606
students (14.5%) from fall 2002 and 3,296 students (1.7%) from fall 2006.

e Enrollment at academic institutions was 182,647, an increase of 22,817 students (14.3%) since
fall 2002 and 2,979 students (1.7%) since fall 2006.

e Enrollment at health institutions was 11,552, an increase of 1,789 students (18.3%) since fall
2002 and 317 students (2.8%) since fall 2006.

From fall 2002 to fall 2007, undergraduate enrollment at all U. T. System institutions grew by 16.0%,
graduate enrollment grew by 11.0% and professional enroliment grew by 1.4%. At the academic
institutions, the proportion of undergraduates increased slightly from 79.8% in fall 2002 to 81.1% in fall
2007. At the health institutions, the proportion of graduate students increased from 36.9% to 41.9%,
while the proportion of professional students decreased from 41.2% to 37.5%

Overall, gender distributions at U. T. System remained fairly steady, with male enrollment around 46%
and female enrollment around 54%. The proportion of women attending the health institutions has also
remained the same, about 60% in fall 2007.

As the population of Texas became more diverse, ethnic distributions at U. T. System institutions also
changed from fall 2002 to fall 2007.

e System-wide, the percentage of white students decreased from 44.2% to 38.4%.

e At the academic institutions, the proportion of African American students increased from 4.8% to
5.6%, and the Hispanic population increased from 34.3% to 39.6%.

e At the health institutions, the proportion of African American students increased from 5.8% to
6.7% and the International population increased from 6.6% to 12.1%.
First-time in College
Enroliment of first-time in college students (FTIC) at the U. T. System academic institutions grew by
8.9% between fall 2002 and fall 2007, an increase of 1,900 students. Hispanic enrollment increased by

963 students, representing over half of the enrollment growth. African American enrollment had the
highest percentage increase (59%), from 895 to 1,423, an increase of 528 students.
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FTIC students are predominantly female (51.3%), full-time (95.7%) and non-white, with Hispanics
comprising 42.0% of the class, Asian Americans 11.5%, African Americans 6.1%, and International 3.5%
in fall 2007.

Transfers

Transfer enroliment has remained relatively unchanged since fall 2002. There were 12,672
undergraduate transfers entering U. T. System academic institutions in fall 2007.

In fall 2007, transfer students are predominantly female (55.1%), transferred from a Texas community

college (64.5%), and are ethnically diverse. About 43.7% of transfers are white, 34.1% are Hispanic,
8.1% are African American and 7.6% are Asian American.
