It
will be necessary, however, in order to keep within the law, to advise
those to receive salaries from the University that only half of the
salaries sppearing in the budget are at this time appropristed by the
board; that is, salaries up to ard including the month of February,

but that it is the purpose of the board to recommend either a defioien~
oy allowance or an emergency appr.priation, in order that the remsinder
of tho selaries shown in the budget may be provided; and that, in oage
such provision is made by either or both of these methods, the board
assures the Univereity staff of its intention to appropriate the
balance of the salaries not now appropriated. And it will be Purther
necessary Yo advise those authorized to disburse specific sppropriations
that such amthorization extends to no more than one-half of each
appropriation, unless specific exceptions may be made, in cases of
gspecial necessity, by the board at some future meeting. The notices.
ag to salaries could no%, however, spply to aprointees of this year

who were assured by the president, wunder sethority of the boarad,

that their salaries would be guaranteed for the whole of next year,

and could not prudently apply to the additional members of the gtaff
recommended in this budget, as men coming here anew could not bs
expected to understand the finsncial situation in which the

University finds itself.

It may be pofnted out that the total appropriations recom=-
mended for the next fiscal year, namely, $702,#62.50, foot up to
nearly the exact sum that wes estimated as ne esaary for the running
expenses of this institution for that year, and that was in fact ap-
propriated, in so far ap the two houses of the legislature could do
80, to the benefit of the University for that Jear.,

The recommendations received by the president from the
heads of the various schools and other divisions of the University
for their eupgort excsoded by nearly $6C,000 the amount recommended
in this budget. Nor were the noommenda%iona in any sense excesgive
or inclusive of items that would not have been for the improvement
of the service of the University. Practically every recommendation
made was reasonable and desirable, and it 1s greatly to be regretted
that they could not in their totality be included in thig budget.

In view of the financisl situation of the Univeraity, it 414 not seem
prudent to contemplate so large an expeniiture; and it, therefore,
became necessary to oconfer with those meking recommendztions and %o
agosrtain what reductions in the recommendations could be effected
without aritically impairing the efficiency of the institution., In
these conferences all concerned showed a ruasonsble gspirit and = full
appreciation of the difficulties of the situation. I believe that
ithe budget recomnended will maintain the University, with only slight-
1y diminished efficiency, for the next fiscal year, though it may be
necessary, if the increase in students next fal] should be zreater
than this year's inorease, to meke a few additions to the teaching
force at that time.

: The receipts from rentals estimated in the table given above
will not bz paid in to the suditor at the beginning of the year, as
the board lmows. About half of the rentals should be colleoted in
January, 1915, and the other half in August, 1915. Bythe time the.
board meets, I shall have some considerations to present dealing with
the best means of enabling the University to make use of thege rentals
ahead of time, L

MAIN UNIVERSITY.

The salary list given below shows fewer inoreases in salary
then the deserts of our instructing force and a wise polioy in retaine-
ing end encouraging efficient service would require. In practically
no case where any inoresse is recommended did the individmal cono raed
Yecelve an increase last year. With one or two exceptions, there is
no incresse in .exsess of $200, and a number of inastruotors who deserve
Tecognition 40 not receive it.

CURRENT EXPENSES.

‘The ourrent expense budge recommended is practically the
same as that in effeet for this year, the incresses being only
slightly greater than the decreases.

CENTRAT. TYPING BUREAU. The question of establishing e
central typing bureen was discussed at length with the business
manager, the savings to be effected being compared with the expenses
of the operation of the bureau, and the character of service under
the bureau system and under the present system being taken into
consideration. As e result of theme conferences, it asppeared that,
on this year's basis, with a few changes called for by the need of
full time stenographers next year in a few cases, the smount expended
for stenographic and secretarial servioe would total $1,260. This
sum would not have paid for the services of much more than ome
stenographer, and one stenographer could not have efficiently served
ag many individuals 28 need stenographic and secretarial sssistance.
Hext year there will be s few more needing such agsistance, but not
enough to make it economical or inoressingly effective to center the
etenographioc work in a centrsl btureau at the present time. With a
view, however, to bripging this about as soon as may be in accordance
witk good business policy and satisfactory service to do so, I re-
ooumend that thoseaunthorized to loy stenographic and secretarial
assistance be required to make application to the business manager,
who will designate the peraons to be amplogod and the compensation
to be recelv by them. And, further, in the expenses of the
business manager's offioe there has been inscliuded $100 for the
purchase of a typewriter, to be installed in his office, in oxrder
that some, at least, of 'Ehoatcnographic work done for members of the
faculty and others may be typed in his office on one machine, instead
of being typed in a number of offices on a number 6f machines. I
think that this experimemtal beginning will be helpful in testing
out the practical need of a central typing buresu, and will develo
into suoch a buresu, thould it prove deairable to esisblish one., I
will elgo deocrease the expenditurs for typewriters w=nd atnnda.tjain

TEMPORARY BUILDINGS.

Three temporary bulldings are urgently needed and
recommended, at & total estimeted expeaditure of $10,400: +the
first for a combined laboratory for the aschools of soology and
geology; the second for asdditionel gymmasium room for the young
women; end the third to house manual training equipment needed
for students being prepared to teach menual training in the
sochools of the atate. It is to be regretted that any more
temporary buildings have to be erected. But there are now so
many on the campus that three more will not appreciably add to
its unasightly appearance. On the other hand, it is impossible, -
without them, to conduct the work of the divisions concerned
with even approximete efficlency or to give due regard, in one
instance, to the health of the women students, whioh many ocom-
petent observers believe to be more impertant to them than s
higher education. This bullding would also serve to solve one of
the most difficult problems confronting the University at this
time,~~the problem of the proper supervision and control of
dgnoes given by Univer3ity etudents. The building would have,
of neceasity, & good L rd-wood floor to fit it for gymnastie
pufposes, It would not be used at night for these purposes, and
ocould be used at that time for University dunces, all of which
should bes held upon the campus, where they can be prcperly
supervised and controlled. Such supsrvision and control is
more important in the case of the young women than in the case
of the young men of the University. 3ut it is of 8o much
importance to both that the distinction is all but neglible.

I hove the honor of submitting the following supple-
mentory budget report, to be made 2 part of and considered with
the mrain budget report.

GENERAT REVENUE APPROPRIATION AND AVAITABLE FUND.--At
the September meeting of the board, there wes apgrOpriated for
the Mzin University for the current fiscal year 5577,848,34. At
later meetings of the board this year, additionzl appropriations
footing up {30,703.88 were made. Out of the total of these two
amounts, 9603,552.22, it sppears, from a report of the cuditor,
that $30,000.0C will not be expended, because of failure to
find men to fill some of %the positions created by the board.
Tnasmuch 2s sclaries are peycble out of the general revenue ap-
Rropriaticn 2nd it had been contemploted so to pay them, the
$30,000.00 thus saved will bring the University to the end of
the present fsical year with 430,000.00 general revenue appro-
priation unexpended. On the other hand, the additional appro-
priations referred to above, and zmounting to $30,703.88, were
practically 211 for the construction, improvement, and repair
of buillinrgs and for some other expenditures thot have %o be
made out of the available University fund and cen not be made
out of the general revenue appropriation. These facts regult
in the following situstion. The amount expended this year will
be the amount that the board decided to expend at its September
mesting, and will be substenticlly the amount appropristed out
of the general revenue for the University. But, because of the
restriction of the general revenue appropriction to purposes
other %thon buildings, repairs, improvements, and extensions,
Sep tember first will find the University some $30,000,00 long
on general revenue and some $30,000.00 short on available fund,
as compared with the original purpose of the board.

The following quotation from the annual report of the dean
of the Medical Depariment deals with matters of importance and of
intorest to the board.

"pe0 COLIEGS YRAR3 POR ADMISSION.
"At the present time, there are 32 mediocel schools in the
United States which require two or more years of college work for
admission, while 23 require one year. There are also seven state
boards of medical sxaminers which require two years of college work
preliminary to the study of medicine, vis., Colorade, Kemntucky,
Indjuns, Iows, Minnesota, Lorth Dekota, and 3Jouth Dakota.

o "During the meeting of the Ameriocen Medical Association
in June, 1913, and agsin during the Conferonce on ledisal Lducation,
in Chicago, in Pebruary, 1914, a strong effort was made to organizé
8 separate association of those medical colleges which require at
least two years of college work for admission. This standard has
been urgsd ropoatedly in the meetings of the Assoeiation of American
Yedical Collages.

"1l of the facts show the trend toward the two-year
gtandard recommended by the Council on Medical Education of the
American Medical Association. Unquestionably this will eventually

‘became the standard of the foremost medicsl schools. The lending

gtate universities are among the institutions now requiring this
amount of preparation. MNost careful consideration should be given
to the adoption of this standard and the time when it can be put into
offeot by the University of Texes, in order that sufficient notice

may be given.
*IMPROVEMENTS IN TEACHING.

« "GRADED QUIZZES.--During the present session, graded
quigzes have been held in the courses in anatomy, histology, pathology,
inorganic chemistry, biological chemistry, basteriology, hygieme,
modfoine, end physiology. These written tests are glven woekly or
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bi~-weekly, sud serve to encourage more uniform work on the part of
the students. The results have been most pratifying and satisfec ~ry
to those teaching these Bubjeots. The grades made in the quizzes
are counted as part of the term grade.

™Heretofore the graldes made by students have been based
almost entirely upon the results of term and finsl examinations,
with a small sllowance for attendanoe upon the practical lnstruetion.
Thie hus placed too great a premium upon examinations, which are un-
satisfactory tests of what one knows, and has encouraged irregular
work during the session, with unreascnable efforts to memorize just
before oxaminations.

"Blologioal Chemistry.--The separ&btion of biological
chemistry from ths course in genersal inorgsuic chemlatry has proved
most satisfactory. The oourse in biolozical chemistry, in charge of
one especiaily trained and qualified to teasch thiam ioportant subjeot,
18 much more thorough than 1t has ever been herstofors. It will be
81111 furthor developed and improved nest year. This marks a grest
advanoe in the taaching of this institution, and your sttention is
directed to the exceuagg*gﬁgﬁ*gggort of that department,

"EYPERTHINTAL SURGFRY.--The new building for exporimental
medicine was not completed until December, snd ingtruotion to the
senior olsss in experimental surgery could not be given in the
early psrt of the session. Although the course was elcotive, overy
member of the sendor class was eager to take it. The students showed
their intorest by working Saturday sfternoons, the only available
vaoant hours with the orowded roster. The suoccess of this course
and its further development justify the expenditure in providing
proper facilities for it in a laboratory of experimental medicine.

"PED TATRICS.~The children's ward of the Sealy Fospital
opensd in september, and has growm pteadily since them. Throughout
tho session, there have been from ten to twenty patients in the
ward, TFrom one-fifth to one-third of them have some form o-f.ﬂ b
surgical tuberculosis, and are maintained by the Texas Anti mherou-
losls Assooiabtion. The vast majority of the ghildren treatea’ ave
pon-tuberculous diseases, and are utlliged for olinfeal instruotion
in the diseases of children. This subject has herctofore never .
regeived proper attention, on aocount of the lack of tsciltti.:s or
cliniosl instruction, although it 1s one of the most impgr in
gubjects to every general practitiomer. It is hoped that % g Largor

SPECIAL TAX

Por & number of years past, as the Regents know, & sentiment
hes been growing in favor of the support of the State's higher edumca-
tional institutions by means of a special tax or by special taxes,
and sueh a method of support is contemplated in the last State Demo- ,
oratic Platform, sdopted at E1 Paso in August., At e conference recently
held with President Bizzell, of the Agricultural and Mechanical College,
at whioh Director Ousley was also present, this matter was disoussed, '
and it was the opinion of 211 three of us that it might be advisable
to have a conference of representatives of the higher educational in-
stitutions concerned and that it would be appropriate for the Boaré

of Regents of the University to ity invite such s gonference.
There being four boards involved--those of the sgriecultural and Me-

chanical College, of the Girls' College, and the Normals, in addition
to our own--& joint meeting of the four boards would probably be too
large a body to disouss such a matter; and, if the Regents think

well of the conference idea, I would suggest that a comnittee of two
or three from our Board be authorized to invite similar committees
from the other boards o s conferenoce. Unless some agreement is
reached beforshand, there is, of course, dsnger that confusion of
counsel and of action will arise when the leglslature meets.

During the summer of 1912 ghe first applied for
8 leave for one year, on account of 111 health; but, due to the faect
that 1t was impossible to find a satiafactory substitute, che
continued her teaching work during the following session., Duriug
the session of 1913-14, however, she was granted a leave by the Foard
for one year on half ray, or 31,000. On acecount of the finaneial
depression and the financial situation of the University, I recommend
that for this year she be paid $800, the difference betwsem her
salary of $2,000 and what it will be necessary to put a substitute
for this seszion,

To carry on Dr. Schaefer's work during her absenge, I
recommend Dr., Violet Keiller, at a salary for the year of 31,200,
Dr. Keiller is a daughter of Professor Keiller of the Mediocal De-
partment, a graduate of Bryn Mawr, snd also s graduate of the )
Medical Department, at Galveston. She is highly recommonded by
Dean Carter and the Executive Committee of the medical faculty.
