1980-81 HOLIDAY AND VACATION SCHEDULE FOR SYSTEM ADMINISTRATION p

The Appropriation Bill for fiscal year 1980-81 provides for those holidays
specified in Article 4591, Vernon's Civil Statutes, as amended. Article 4591
authorizes fourteen (14) holidays plus a holiday on each day on which a State-wide
election is held. The Appropriation bill also provides for an additional three (3)
days of special leave time, specifying the day following Thanksgiving and the day
before and after Christman Day.

During the 1980-81 fiscal year, one (1) of the specified holidays falls on
Saturday and cannot, therefore, be observed. Also, following our past practice
we are reallocating twelve (12) hours (1% days) from holiday time to vaca-

tion time in lieu thereof. For fiscal year 1980-81 we are reallocating an
additional twelve (12) hour (1% days). The balance available for holidays

will, therefore, be reduced by a total of 24 hours resulting in eleven (11)
days, the observance of which can be adjusted in order to provide more effec-
tive work schedules (Appropriation Bill, Article V, Section 6¢). Added to these
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1980-81 HOLIDAY AND VACATION SCHEDULE TOR SYSTEM ADMINISTRATION (Continued)

eleven (11) holidays are the three (3) days indicated in the preceding paragraph,
namely November 28, December 24 and 26, which are the three (3) special leave
days authorized.

The results of the foregoing action will provide in 1980-81 fourteen (14) holidays
and special leave days, and a total of thirteen and one-half (13%) working days
annual vacation leave for University employees with less that two (2) years
service. Vacation accrual will, therefore, be increased from one (1) day/eight (8)
hours per month of employment to nine hours (9) hours per month for this category
of employees which constitutes a large portion of the work force. Each of the
other categories of service will be accordingly increased by three (3) days
(24 Hours).

Although all employees are encouraged to utilize vacation in the year which accrued,
employees may carry forward unused vacation from one fiscal year to the next. The
schedule presented above indicates maximum carry forward authorized by the Appro-
priation Bill (the 3 days for holidays converted to vacation time must be taken in
the 1980-81 fiscal year).

Mr. J. B. Brannen, the Executive Director of Child and Family Service,
is responsible for administration of the project, and will submit

year of operation. Drs. Terrence Tutchings and Ralph Culler will
serve as Hogg Foundation liaison persons to the project.

These funds will support the community follow-up and evaluation of the
television broadcast to be aired in Austin and San Antonio on

May 30, 1980. The program to be shown is entitled, '"Back Wards to
Back Streets," and is a high-quality documentary reporting on the
problems of deinstitutionalized mental health patients. KLRN-KLRU,
in cooperation with the Mental Health Assoclation in Texas, will
distribute a questionnaire through newspaper space in Austin and
San Antonio papers. The questionnaire will be coordinated with
the showing of the documentary, and a one-hour panel discussion
following the documentary will solicit responses from the citizens.
This represents a unique opportunity for the use of media in
eliciting opinion from the viewing public.

Miss Diana Sauls and Mr. Ray Majors of KLRN/KLRU will be responsible
for the administration of the project, and will submit a final report
to the Hogg Foundation no later than June 30, 1980. Dr. Terrence
Tutchings will serve as Hogg Foundation liaison to the project.

5. The Hogg Foundation Executive Committee is recommending approval of
a one-time grant in the amount of $673.00 to the Rio Grande State
Center for Mental Health and Mental Retardation. These funds will
be used to defray travel and per diem expenses related to planning
activities for the development of a regional training center in
South Texas that would provide educational and research opportunities
for mental health professionals.

6. After reviewing the progress report and financial statement of the
second-year grant for this project, the Hogg Foundation Executive
Committee is recommending approval of a grant in the amount of
$2,500.00 for additional support of the project, '"Behavior-Genetic
Study of Hyperactivity in Twins and Their Siblings."

On this project, they have collected data on 74 sets of twins (50

controls and 21 hyperactives), which, together with other family
members, constitutes a total sample of 234 subjects who have been
studied and tested extensively. The results of this research
should provide considerable insight into the genetic factors
underlying hyperactivity in children.

for technical assistance in collecting and analyzing data, and
for travel to the location where the twins can be tested.

Dr. Lillian Lockhart will continue to work in collaboration with
Mrs. Muazzez Poffenbarger during this third-year of funding.
They will submit a final report of this project at the close of
May 31, 1981, along with a fiscal accounting of the funds. Dr.
Wayne H. Holtzman is the Hogg Foundation liaison person.

The University of Texas at Austin - Department of Educational Psychology

Longitudinal Study of Children's Adaptive Behavior - $2,890

7. The Hogg Foundation recommends for approval a one-year grant of $2,890
for the period June 1, 1980 through May 31, 1981 to the Department of
Educational Psychology. This grant is to support the research of Professor
Thomas Oakland entitled "Longitudinal Study of Children's Adaptive
Behavior." Based on research completed four years ago, Professor
Oakland intends to examine the stability of children's adaptive be-
haviors during the intervening period of time. Adaptive behaviors
refer to persons' increasing ability to look after their own welfare
and to assume responsibility for the welfare of others. Very little
research has been accomplished in this important area of development.
The proposed study will examine changes in these adaptive behaviors of
a multi-ethnic group of Austin school children. Austin Independent
School District actively supports this project.

Hogg Foundation funds will support the salaries of interviewers, a
computer progranmer, and related coding and computer costs. Specif-
ically, $2,000 of this grant will go for interviewer salaries, $640

for the computer programmer's time, and the remaining amount for
camputer related charges. Professor Thomas Oakland will be responsible
for administration of the project. He will submit an interim progress
report not later than November 30, 1980, and a final evaluative report
and fiscal accounting by June 30, 1981.

Drs. Wayne Holtzman and Terrence Tutchings will serve as Hogg Foundation
liaisons to the project.

Impact of Mexican Culture and Economic Stress Upon Mental and Physical
Health - Phase II1 - $13,042

of the project, "Impact of Mexican American Culture and Economic Stress
Upon Mental and Physical Health of Mexican and Mexican American Families."

experimental design undertaken in Monterrey, Mexico and San Antonio,
Texas. The preliminary findings indicate quite clearly that culture
is a critical variable in differentiating Mexican Americans from
Mexican nationals in their styles of coping with stress and the degree
of adherence to traditional beliefs characteristic of the mothers and
adolescents.

Phase III being done during the summer of 1980 will represent a major
effort of data analysis, interpretation, and write-up for publication.
All of the data collected in Phase II are now ready for such analysis.
Dr. Rogelio Diaz-Guerrero co-investigator from Mexico, and Dr. Anna
Marie Gonzalez from Colorado State University will assist Dr. Ira Iscoe
in this work during the summer.

These funds along with $3,000 still remaining of the Phase II grant
will provide a total of $16,262 for support of Phase III. All but

$1,000 of this grant will be used for salaries and wages of senior

scientists and research assistants.

Dr. Ira Iscoe, Director of the Instiute, will be responsible for the
administration of the research project and will submit a final report
and fiscal accounting of these funds by August 31, 1980.

An employee will earn vacation entitlement beginning on the first day of
employment with the State and terminating on the last day of duty. Credit for
one month's accrual will be given for each month or fraction of a month of
employment with the State. Vacation with pay may not be granted until the
employee has had continuous employment with the State for six (6) months,
although credit will be accrued during that period.
