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Call for Abstracts
For Poster Session Criteria
 This past year has brought remarkable progress in brain research, including significant advancements that will accelerate discoveries in dementia, Parkinson’s disease, and related conditions through the newly launched Dementia Prevention Research Institute of Texas (DPRIT). These developments underscore the importance of continued collaboration and shared learning across institutions and disciplines. 
The University of Texas System wide Brain Health Research Summit will take place on November 5-6, 2026, at the AT&T Conference Center in Austin.  This year’s summit will focus on dementia and other neurodegenerative diseases. Research presented on posters needs to meet scientific rigor and be aligned with the session topic area. We invite you to submit abstracts for your posters to be included at the conference.  
 Eligibility: 
Abstract submissions are encouraged from students and trainees, including postdocs, residents, fellows or early career researchers from one of the UT System institutions.  Abstract submissions must be related to dementia or related neurodegenerative diseases, including their cognitive, motor, neuropsychiatric, and behavioral manifestations, and must meet standards of scientific rigor aligned with one of the conference topics (see question 6 below). Those with accepted posters will receive free registration for the conference. Abstract word limit is 500 and should include a background, methods, results, and conclusion section.

August 31, 2026 - Notifications of acceptance for Poster Session 
October 1, 2026 - Posters are due in pdf format
November 5-6, 2026 - Brain Health Research Summit
